A Video based Bible study of the Passion 
of Jesus. 

 

Each Sunday morning from the first Sunday in Lent, 
February 21 through Palm Sunday, March 28 we will view 
a clip from the mini-series “Jesus of Nazareth”  

Jesus of Nazareth premiered March 27, 1977 on British 
television on the ITV network courtesy of ITC's parent 
company, Associated Television; it made its American premiere as an NBC Easter 
special, on April 3, 1977. For its fifth airing on American television at Easter 1987, TV 
Guide called Jesus of Nazareth "the best miniseries of all time" and "unparalleled 
television". Today it is considered one of if not the most accurate portrayal of Jesus 
on film 

We’ll keep an eye on the film maker to see where he has selected scenes or altered 
dialog to suggest more or less than the Gospel writers say about Jesus. Any film is, by 
nature, an interpretation representing someone’s point of view, even when the film is 
the well-known story of Jesus’ life. We will question if the filmmaker has taken into 
account the intentions of the Spirit guided believers in the first century church who 
wrote and preserved the gospel records.
